
Give Glory to Him 

 

Exodus 33:18 - Moses asks to see Gods glory 

And he said, I beseech thee, shew me thy glory. 

 

Exodus 33:22 

And it shall come to pass, while my glory passeth by, that I will put thee in a clift of the rock, and 

will cover thee with my hand while I pass by: 

 

Exodus 34:6-10 - The Lords glory is displayed, His character and Mercy 

6 And the Lord passed by before him, and proclaimed, The Lord, The Lord God, merciful and 

gracious, longsuffering, and abundant in goodness and truth, 

 

7 Keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will 

by no means clear the guilty; visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children, and upon the 

children's children, unto the third and to the fourth generation. 

 

Moses falls down & worshipped because He is worthy of our worship 

*8 And Moses made haste, and bowed his head toward the earth, and worshipped. 

 

9 And he said, If now I have found grace in thy sight, O Lord, let my Lord, I pray thee, go among  

us; for it is a stiffnecked people; and pardon our iniquity and our sin, and take us for thine 

inheritance. 

 

10 And he said, Behold, I make a covenant: before all thy people I will do marvels, such as have 

not been done in all the earth, nor in any nation: and all the people among which thou art shall 

see the work of the Lord: for it is a terrible thing that I will do with thee. 

 

Why does Psalm 115 start with "not unto us" twice? All idol worship is a form of self 

worship, self exaltation above God and pride.... 

Contrasting "giving glory" from self worship to giving God the glory 

 

Psalm 115 - Those who exalt self are possessed of idols & worship death... 

 

1 Not unto us, O Lord, not unto us, but unto thy name give glory, for thy mercy, and for thy 

truth's sake. 

2 Wherefore should the heathen say, Where is now their God? 

 

3 But our God is in the heavens: he hath done whatsoever he hath pleased. 

4 Their idols are silver and gold, the work of men's hands. 

5 They have mouths, but they speak not: eyes have they, but they see not: 

6 They have ears, but they hear not: noses have they, but they smell not: 

7 They have hands, but they handle not: feet have they, but they walk not: neither speak they 

through their throat. 



8 They that make them are like unto them; so is every one that trusteth in them.... 

17 The dead praise not the Lord, neither any that go down into silence. 

 

Joshua 7:19 - Giving glory to God is also associated with confession and pardon of sin 

And Joshua said unto Achan, My son, give, I pray thee, glory to the Lord God of Israel, and 

make confession unto him; and tell me now what thou hast done; hide it not from me. 

 

Numbers 14 -The Lords Glory is His Character and His pardoning love 

18 The Lord is longsuffering and abundant in mercy, forgiving iniquity and transgression; but He 

by no means clears the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the children to the third and 

fourth generation.’ 19 Pardon the iniquity of this people, I pray, according to the greatness of 

Your mercy, just as You have forgiven this people, from Egypt even until now.” 20 Then the 

Lord said: “I have pardoned, according to your word; 21 but truly, as I live, all the earth shall be 

filled with the glory of the Lord 22 because all these men who have seen My glory and the signs 

which I did in Egypt and in the wilderness, and have put Me to the test now these ten times, and 

have not heeded My voice, (*The secret of the 144K - Number 10) 10x360x40=144K 

 

Revelation 11:13 - French revolution & end of the world numbers - number 10 & 7 (7 

plagues & 10 kingdoms) 

And in that hour there was a great earthquake, and a tenth of the city collapsed. Seven  

thousand were killed in the quake, and the rest were terrified and gave glory to the God of 

heaven. 

 

*Romans 1:23 - 2nd Commandment referenced 

And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, 

and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things. 

 

2nd Commandment - Gods Mercy to those who love Him & keep His commandments, will 

judge the unrepentant idolater & wrongdoer… 

Deuteronomy 5:8-10  
8 ‘You shall not make for yourself a carved image—any likeness of anything that is in heaven 

above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; 9 you shall 

not bow[c] down to them nor serve them. For I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, [d]visiting 

the iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and fourth generations of those who hate 

Me, 10 but showing mercy to thousands, to those who love Me and [e]keep My commandments. 

 

Exodus 20:1-3 
4 “You shall not make for yourself a carved image—any likeness of anything that is in heaven 

above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; 5 you shall not bow 

down to them nor [b]serve them. For I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, visiting[c] the 

iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and fourth generations of those who hate 

Me, 6 but showing mercy to thousands, to those who love Me and keep My commandments. 

 

• Notice the phrase “make for yourself” denoting the hand or man’s works 
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• Idol worship is worshiping the things of earth, sky & things of mans hands 

• Idol worship worships the things of the here and now 

• It misguided worship that puts created things in the place of God 

• Bowing down and worshipping is giving the idol the glory that is due to God, to man 

• The Lord shows He is the ruler of the genetic codes. He made them not us 

• The Lord is the judge and judges those who hate Him 

• The Lord delights in mercy to those who love Him & keep His commandments 

 

 

1 Samuel 6:5 - Offerings given are giving God Glory 

Make images of your tumors and of the rats that are ravaging the land. Give glory to the God of 

Israel, and perhaps He will lift His hand from you and your gods and your land. 

 

Luke 17:18 - Giving glory is a thankful attitude 

There are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this stranger. 

 

Revelation 4:11 

"Worthy are You, our Lord and God, to receive glory and honor and power, for You created all 

things; by Your will they exist and came to be." 

 

Exodus 29:43 - Sanctified is the same as purified in our lives 

And there I will meet with the children of Israel, and the tabernacle shall be sanctified by my 

glory. 

 

Exodus 40:34 

Then a cloud covered the tent of the congregation, and the glory of the Lord filled the 

tabernacle. 

 

Exodus 40:35 

And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of the congregation, because the cloud abode 

thereon, and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle. 

 

Romans 4:20 - Being strong in faith is giving God glory 

He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to 

God; 

1 Corinthians 10:31 - Giving God glory is linked with the health message 

Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God. 

 

2 Corinthians 4:6 - The glory of God in our hearts....The light of Christs righteousness 

For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give 

the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. 

 

1 Chronicles 16:35 - The Lord gathers & shields His people. We give thanks, praise & glory 



And say ye, Save us, O God of our salvation, and gather us together, and deliver us from the 

heathen, that we may give thanks to thy holy name, and glory in thy praise. 

 

Philippians 2:11 

And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the 

Father. 

 

Philippians 4:19 

But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. 

 

Colossians 1:27 

To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the 

Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: 

 

2 Peter 1:3 - Virtue being the key phrase. Healing virtue from sin 

According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and 

godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue: 
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
