the "daily" spoken of in Daniel
had been taken away. By 538
the way was clear for the
papacy to sit enthroned In
Rome. {The Story of Daniel
the Prophet, Stephen N.

From these evidences we think it
clear that the daily, or paganism,
was taken away in A.D. 508. This
was preparatory to the setting up, or
establishment of the papacy, which
was a separate and subsequent
eventé "And they shall place the
abomination that maketh desolate."
Having shown quite fully what
constituted the taking away of the
daily, or paganism, we now inquire,
when was the abomination that
maketh desolate, or the papacy,
placed, or set up? The little horn that
had eyes like the eyes of man was
not slow to see when the way was
open for his advancement and
elevation.

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It appears, therefore, more In
accordance with both the
construction and the context,
to suppose that the word daily
refers to a desolating power,
like the "transgression of
desolation," with which it is
connected.

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The daily sacrifice and the
transgression of desolation
represent Rome in its pagan
and papal forms. Leaving out
the supplied words, the text
would read, "The daily, and the
transgression of desolation."
These are two desolating
powers; first, paganism, then,

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The dally sacrifice is the present
reading of the text; but no such
thing as sacrifice is found in the
original. This Is acknowledged
on all hands. It is a gloss or
construction put upon it by the

transgression being connected
together by "and;’ the daily
desolation and the transgression
of desolation. They are two
desolating powers which were
to desolate the Sanctuary and
the host. {Josiah Litch - Review
and Herald, January 28, 1858,
par.
