
The Stone is:  Jesus and His people—2 Shades of meaning 
Matthew 21:42-44—The Stone Jesus—Powder 

 42Jesus saith unto them, Did ye never read in the scriptures, The 

stone which the builders rejected, the same is become the head of 

the corner: this is the Lord's doing, and it is marvellous in our 

eyes?  43Therefore say I unto you, The kingdom of God shall be 

taken from you, and given to a nation bringing forth the fruits 

thereof.  44And whosoever shall fall on this stone shall be broken: 

but on whomsoever it shall fall, it will grind him to powder. 

Exodus 32:20—Calf To Powder  

 20And he took the calf which they had made, and burnt it in the 

fire, and ground it to powder, and strawed it upon the water, and 

made the children of Israel drink of it. 

1Kings 13:2—Josiah’s time—Baal to powder  

 2And he cried against the altar in the word of the LORD, and 

said, O altar, altar, thus saith the LORD; Behold, a child shall be 

born unto the house of David, Josiah by name; and upon thee 

shall he offer the priests of the high places that burn incense upon 

thee, and men's bones shall be burnt upon thee. 

Zechariah 12:1-3—Jerusalem a stone 

  1The burden of the word of the LORD for Israel, saith the 

LORD, which stretcheth forth the heavens, and layeth the founda-

tion of the earth, and formeth the spirit of man within 

him.  2Behold, I will make Jerusalem a cup of trembling unto all 

the people round about, when they shall be in the siege both 

against Judah and against Jerusalem.  3And in that day will I make 

Jerusalem a burdensome stone for all people: all that burden 

themselves with it shall be cut in pieces, though all the people of 

the earth be gathered together against it.

Upward Look 373 

     The Jewish Temple was built of hewn stones, and at great 

expense of time and money and labor these stones were cut out of 

the mountain and fitted for their places in the building before they  

were collected together, so that when the building was completed 

there was not the sound of an ax or hammer heard in its upbuild-

ing. The stones which are in God's sacred temple are not col-

lected from the mountains of Judea but gathered from the nations, 

kindreds and tongues and people. They are not lifeless material 

that must be prepared with hammer and chisel, but living stones 

which emit light. The great cleaver of truth has taken them from 

the quarry of the world and placed them under the hand of the 

great Master Builder, the Lord of the temple, and He is polishing 

them in His workshop, which is this world, that all the rough 

edges and crookedness may be removed and they hammered and 

chiseled and squared by the truth of God, polished and refined, 

ready to fill their place in God's spiritual temple, that they may 

grow up a holy temple for God.  {UL 373.3}

35Then was the iron, the clay, the brass, the 

silver, and the gold, broken to pieces together, and became like 

the chaff of the summer threshingfloors; and the wind carried 

them away, that no place was found for them: and the stone that 

smote the image became a great mountain, and filled the whole 

earth.

Jeremiah 51:19-24, with thee (9x),33,44-45 - 4th Angles message 

 19The portion of Jacob is not like them; for he is the former of  

all things: and Israel is the rod of his inheritance: the LORD of  

hosts is his name.  20Thou art my battle axe and weapons of  

war: for with thee will I break in pieces the nations, and with thee 

will I destroy kingdoms;  21And with thee will I break in pieces 

the horse and his rider; and with thee will I break in pieces the 

chariot and his rider;  22With thee also will I break in pieces man 

and woman; and with thee will I break in pieces old and young;   

and with thee will I break in pieces the young man and the 

maid;  23I will also break in pieces with thee the shepherd and 

his flock; and with thee will I break in pieces the husbandman 

and his yoke of oxen; and with thee will I break in pieces cap-

tains and rulers.

     14Fear not, thou worm Jacob, and ye men of Israel; I will 

help thee, saith the LORD, and thy redeemer, the Holy One of 

Israel.  15Behold, I will make thee a new sharp threshing instru-

ment having teeth: thou shalt thresh the mountains, and beat 

them small, and shalt make the hills as chaff.  16Thou shalt fan 

them, and the wind shall carry them away, and the whirlwind 

shall scatter them: and thou shalt rejoice in the LORD, and 

shalt glory in the Holy One of Israel.

 Jeremiah 15: 16Thy words were found, and I did eat them; and 

thy word was unto me the joy and rejoicing of mine heart: for I 

am called by thy name, O LORD God of hosts.   

Jeremiah – Fall of Babylon the stone tied to the little book 

Jeremiah 51:  63And it shall be, when thou hast made an end of 

reading this book, that thou shalt bind a stone to it, and cast it 

into the midst of Euphrates: 
 64And thou shalt say, Thus shall Babylon sink, and shall not 

rise from the evil that I will bring upon her: and they shall be 

weary. Thus far are the words of Jeremiah.

 7But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he 

shall begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as 

he hath declared to his servants the prophets.  8And the voice

which standeth upon the sea and upon the earth.  9And I went 

unto the angel, and said unto him, Give me the little book. And 

he said unto me, Take [it], and eat it up; and it shall make thy 

belly bitter, but it shall be in thy mouth sweet as honey.
